Government of India has implemented many reforms and motivational schemes for the well
being of pensioners, such as Bhavishya, Sankalp, Jeevan Pramaan - Digital Life Certificates,
doing away with obsolete laws and self attestation of documents etc.

The Association had registered 32 cases of the members for Pension Adalat. However, these
cases could not be accommodated in the Pension Adalat held at Jammu, since preference was
accorded to cases of Para Military Pensioners from BSF, CRPF, ITPB, CISF, SSB etc. This is the
first Pension Adalat by DoPPW held outside Delhi. The Association was represented in the

Gupta IPS & K.B.Jandial IAS, Executive Committee Members. Shri B.K.Raina was felicitated by
the Minister with presentation of a shawl and a memento, as the senior most pensioner
present in the audience.
